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Two common beliefs: Fate, and choice, are often pit forth against one another. Many believe that one has the ability to choose his own destiny, and it is quite likely that just as many support the idea that man has no control over his future, or his fate. Evidence for both beliefs can be found in real life, but especially in literature (Which are fake stories made up by people from real life.) such as in one of Shakespeare’s most famous plays:  “The Tragedy of Macbeth”.  The play exhibits the theme of the two believes of fate and choice, and whether one has the ability to choose their fate, or LET THEIR FATE CHOOSE THEM! (Dunn Dunn Duuuummm!).
